Strategic priorities and regulatory mechanisms for integrated structures in the global economy

Green budgeting as a tool for implementing economic policy

The role of green budgeting as a systemic tool for integrating environmental goals into the budgetary process is explored. A comparative
analysis of practices in China, France, the UK, Belarus, and Russia reveals national specifics of green budgeting implementation. It is
demonstrated that the implementation effectiveness depends on the level of economic development, the institutional environment and
the political will of the state. The article provides practical recommendations for adapting international experience to the Russian
budget system.

Institute of corporate secretary of a joint-stock company: international practice and experience

of the Republic of Belarus

This article reviews international experience with the Institute of corporate secretary of a joint-stock company (JSC), identifying
administrative barriers to introducing the position of corporate secretary. It examines the application of regulatory acts and
recommendations of government bodies on the organizational structure of corporate governance formation in joint-stock companies
with state participation. The statutory functions, duties, and affiliation criteria of the corporate secretary of a JSC are analyzed, as well
as the criteria for selecting candidates for this position and the performance indicators.

State support for agriculture in the European Union

This article presents the system of state support for agriculture in the European Union, aimed not only at stabilizing farmers' incomes
but also at addressing broader issues related to food security, environmental protection, and sustainable rural development. The
experience of EU countries in providing state financial support to the agricultural sector is analyzed. Priority areas for state support for
the EU agricultural sector are identified. Characteristic features are identified: the integration of state and commercial entities in the
implementation of state support, and the combination of market instruments and state financial support tools. Joint efforts between
state and commercial entities can improve support programs effectiveness and make them more flexible and adaptive to the needs of
various economic sectors.

Ecological and economic territorial balance as a tool for the land structure use optimizing

in the Republic of Belarus

Using land cadastre classification units an analysis of the land use structure in Belarus by region was conducted. The degree of
anthropogenic pressure on land was assessed using an expert scoring scale, whereby each type of land is assigned a specific score,
and the entire land fund is divided into eight categories based on the economic activity types on the land and the applied pressureintensity.
The stress level of the ecological-economic balance (EEB) was assessed using a method for calculating three quantitative indicators:
the coefficient of relative stress (Ko) and the coefficient of natural protection of the land fund (Ke3) and the index of anthropogenic
transformation of the territory of the j-th region ( / .y ).

Conceptual foundations of physical culture and sports innovative development in the Republic of Belarus

The priority role of the state in the innovative development of physical education and sports in Belarus is substantiated in the article. The need
to harmonize state programs for physical education and sports development with state programs for innovative development in Belarus is
demonstrated. The essence and significance of the Concept for Innovative Development of Physical Education and Sports are revealed in the
context of the general paradigm of this concept. Based on the experience of the Russian Federation, the subject area, structure, general goals,
principles, and objectives for the development of the Concept for Innovative Development of Physical Education and Sports in the Republic
of Belarus for 2025-2030 are defined. An action plan (draft) for the implementation of this concept is proposed.
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
